2. BODY OF PAPER

Enter the text here. The text should be in Times New Roman, font size 10 pt, margins: top – 3,3 cm, bottom – 4 cm, left – 3 cm and right – 2,5 cm, paper format A4. Submitted papers should not be longer than 8 pages. Papers should be submitted in English as doc file attachments. 

All paragraphs’ first lines should have a space of 0,5 cm.

This is an example of a reference in the paper’s main text (Beck, Ralph, 1994); (Bodorik et al. 1991).

2.1 Figures and tables

Figures should be numbered consecutively as they appear in the text. Titles of the figure should always be positioned below the figure.
